1. Explain the history of the United States flag. Show how to properly
display the flag in public, and help lead a flag ceremony
2. Learn about and describe your rights and duties as a citizen, and
explain what it means to be loyal to your country.
3. Discuss in your Webelos den the term “rule of law,” and talk about
how it applies to you in your everyday life.
4. Meet with a government leader, and learn about his or her role in
your community.
